In this AirTN call VINNOVA, The Governmental Agency for Innovation Systems, will fund Swedish participants in proposals selected for funding.
Call Budget
VINNOVA has reserved 3 MSEK for the period 2013-2015. Further funding may be possible through the national aeronautical program NFFP 6, if this program will be funded by the government.
National Rules
Swedish applicants must fulfil VINNOVAs rules in order to be eligible for funding, see http://www.vinnova.se/sv/Ansoka-och-rapportera/Regler-och-villkor/.

Submission of Proposals
There will be no need for a full national proposal. However, a simplified Swedish project description should be attached to the AirTN proposal when sending it to the AirTN Call Office (call-May2012@airtn.eu).
A template for the “Attachment –Swedish project description” can be found on the AirTN call page. The Swedish project description should focus on the work done by the Swedish partners, especially the projects potential for growth in Sweden and the possible public benefits.

Industrial participation is strongly appreciated and industrial co-funding is recommended. Questions regarding specific funding rules can be addressed to the VINNOVA contact person. A discussion with VINNOVAs contact person is recommended before sending the proposal. 

Max length of the Swedish project description is 5 pages. Language used can be Swedish or English.
Evaluation
VINNOVA will evaluate proposals with Swedish participants as described in the Guidelines for Applicants.
VINNOVAs main evaluation criteria are:
1. Following the calls objectives and the projects potential for growth.

2. Impact – Potential impact through dissemination and use of project results.

3. Implementation – Quality and efficiency of the implementation and the management.

4. S&T Quality – Scientific and/or technological excellence.
Proposals recommended for funding

In the case the proposal is recommended for funding the Swedish project coordinator will be invited to submit a full national proposal via VINNOVAs web portal. The Swedish project coordinator will then receive further instructions from VINNOVA.
